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Japan is a land of secluded forests. Roughly 70% of the country is covered by forest. About 40% of the forestation is said
to be artificial planted forest. These artificial forests will fall into ruin if left untended. This is because the widening
of trunks and overgrowth of leaves as they grow blocks sunlight from reaching the ground., hindering photosynthesis. In
order to maintain the health of artificial forests, care by humans, such as periodic thinning and pruning., is a critical
necessity. However, with the rapid decline in demand for domestic lumber and the major slump in the value of these raw
materials, the majority of Japan's forests are not receiving this care, mainly due to economic reasons, and are on a road
to ruin. The current circumstances demand that the domestic lumber produced through these systematic efforts be widely used
around the world, but the prospects for this are poor. With demand for housing sluggish., it is necessary to stimulate a new
source of demand. By creating open source furniture from domestic lumber, we believe we can lower the hurdles for the
utilization of domestic lumber.We hope that you will use it for all kinds of situations.
